I aim to explore the sculptural forms, pa(erning, and scale of the environment through my arBsBc pracBce 
which includes painBng, drawing and printmaking. In my observaBon of light, shadow and scale, I a(empt to 
capture the quiet monumentality of my surroundings in relaBonship to the natural world.  
In 2018, I started a discipline of creaBng one collage a day and documenBng/archiving these works on my 
@reb.o( INSTAGRAM account. Here I experiment with the intuiBve creaBon of form, colour relaBonships 
and mark-making trying to capture a feeling about the landscape, rather than a realisBc representaBon.  
StarBng in 2022, I experimented with the new arBficial intelligence of the GeneraBve Adversarial Network. 
Using my original hand-made paper collages as an image set, I trained a GAN to generate collage images 
that I could share on social media along with my hand-made collages.
